We have planned to minimize the use of hazardous chemicals related experiments Even though 

during the synthesis if some hazardous chemicals may be form, diluted chemicals are diluted 

before discarding in wash basin. The basin is Marked for the disposal hazardous chemical waste 

and all the chemical waste is collected in a separate tank set up outside the laboratory. 

 

Paperless Office and Communication: -  

The college has a policy to minimize the use of paper in all types of official/academic 

communication of the college through E- Communication.
